FESTI'THAI VALUES

Festi'Thai is a thai massage-oriented festival that celebrates our unity in diversity, the gathering of the
Sangha, welcoming our differences, with tolerance, inclusivity and joy.

This event is open to all, with no age limit.

As we aim to create a safe and respectful space for all, no discriminatory (racist, sexist, homophobic,
transphobic and so on) comments nor behaviors will be tolerated.

NO ALCOHOL, NO DRUGS

Festi'Thai is an invitation to come together with awareness through the practice of thai massage and the
art of touch. Hence, we do not sell any alcoholic beverages, and the consumption of alcohol and drug is
forbidden. The organising team may decide to exclude a participant who chooses to ignore this rule.

NO ANIMALS

Animals aren't allowed on all Lou Tuquet camping premises, even on a leash, to respect the collective
need for serenity and cleanliness.

PARENTS” RESPONSIBILITY

Festi'Thai offers a space dedicated to kids: the Festi'kids. Children, as well as all minors attending the
festival, remain under the full reponsibility of their legal guardians, especially out of Festi'kids’ opening
hours. Parents are responsible for the respect of Festi'Thai and Festi'kids’ values.

RESPECT OF OTHERS AND THE ENVIRONMENT

The camping zone is solely dedicated to rest. Please remain silent from 10PM to 7AM the next day.
The festival grounds are a non-smoking area, with dedicated smoking spots. For the collective well-being,
please use these spots to smoke if needed.

LOSS, THEFT AND DAMAGE

The organising team cannot be held responsible for losses or thefts.
Any damage caused will be charged to the person responsible or the kid's guardian.

SOFT SKILLS

At the Festi'Thai, the participants range from complete beginners to seasoned pratcitionners. As such all
have very different capacities in terms of giving as well as receiving touch. In all settings, and during
workshops in particular, consent for all shared activities must be seeked and respected.

A moment of practice can be stopped at any moment and without justification. A “no”, be it verbal or non
verbal must be respected.

Please wear proper clothes to practice thai massage. Being shirtless is forbidden, please wear a t-shirt or
a tank top, and a pair of pants or bermuda shorts.
